OF THEIR ORGANIZATION AND PLACEMENT OF ART IN PROMINENT PUBLIC 

LOCATIONS IN THE CITY. 

WHEREAS, the Wilsonville Citizens for Public Art Committee has put forth the 

concepts and structure of a public art project after examination of other local and national public 

art programs; and 

WHEREAS, the Wilsonville Citizens for Public Art Committee has approached the 

Community Services Department requesting support for the establishment of public art (notably 

sculpture) in prominent locations throughout the City of Wilsonville; and 

WHEREAS, the Committee has initiated the steps to proceed with the acquisition and 

placement of art pieces in strategic public locations in the City of Wilsonville and has formally 

presented to the Wilsonville Parks and Recreation Advisory Board a request for their support; 

and 

WHEREAS, such art pieces shall be on loan by the artist for a period of one (1) year at a 

time, the artist having received a stipend from the Wilsonville Citizens for Public Art Committee 

funds for this privilege, and the art being available for purchase by public or private parties; and 

WHEREAS, the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board has heard the program and moved 

to recommend the support of the Wilsonville Citizens for Public Art Committee in concept and 

form with support by City Staff for legal, structural guidelines for placement of sculptures and 

implementation of this program; and

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WHEREAS, staff from the Community Services, Legal and Planning departments have 

agreed to assist in the coordination and establishment of this project having the essential 

information and being capable of providing the appropriate support for the Wilsonville Citizens 

for Public Art Committee; and 

WHEREAS, the Wilsonville Citizens for Public Art Committee has not attained status as 

a "not-for-profit" organization; it is requested that support be given to the establishment of an 

account, to be carried by the City of Wilsonville Finance Department for holding of funds and 

payment of debts; and 

WHEREAS, the City Finance Department has agreed to establish an account for the 

funds raised through grants and fund raising for this project during the formation of the 

organization. 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS: 

1. Bases upon the above recitals, the Wilsonville City Council acknowledges the 

organization of the Wilsonville Citizens for Public Art Committee and hereby authorizes the 

appropriate members of City Staff to assist this Committee in its implementation of initial 

placement of art pieces in Wilsonville, and arrangement of necessary procedures to move 

towards becoming an independent not-for-profit organization in support of public art in 

Wilsonville. 

2. A separate pass-through account is established for the Wilsonville Citizens for 

Public Art Committee by the City's Finance Department, to hold funds of the Committee and 

disburse funds for their expenses until such time as they have established themselves as an 

independent not-for-profit organization to receive its own funding 

3. This resolution is effective upon adoption.

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE A WELCOMING 
AND INCLUSIVE CITY 

WHEREAS, the City of Wilsonville has and will continue to encourage all Wilsonville 

residents to thrive and advance in all aspects of community life, including education, 

employment, recreation, City services, and community involvement; and 

WHEREAS, persons of all races, color, national origin, immigration or refugee status, 

religion, sex, gender identity, sexual orientation, marital status, mental, emotional, and/or 

physical ability, age, or economic status all collectively contribute to the health, well-being, 

economy, and general welfare of the Wilsonville community as families, neighbors, workers, and 

taxpayers; and 

WHEREAS, discrimination against any group of persons can negatively impact the health, 

well-being, and general welfare of the City by leading to community disengagement, diminished 

economic and educational opportunities, increased stigmatization, and diminished physical, 

mental, and emotional health; and 

WHEREAS, the City recognizes the inherent worth and dignity of all persons and believes 

all should be treated with compassion and respect regardless of race, color, national origin, 

immigration or refugee status, religion, sex, gender identity, sexual orientation, marital status, 

mental, emotional, and/or physical ability, age, or economic status; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council has received a significant amount of public testimony 

expressing concern that recent changes to federal immigration policies are generating fear and 

anxiety among members of the City's diverse communities; and ' 

WHEREAS, in keeping with the City's commitment to fairness and equity, as recently 

expressed in the January 5, 2017 Martin Luther King Jr. Day Proclamation, Wilsonville hereby 

reaffirms a strong commitment to social equality and justice; 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS: 

1. The City of Wilsonville is an inclusive City that has and will continue to welcome 

the collective contributions of all persons, honoring and respecting people of 

every race, color, national origin, immigration or refugee status, heritage, culture,

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religion, sex, gender, gender identity, sexual orientation, marital status, mental 

and/or physical ability, age, or economic status. 

2. The City will continue, in a manner consistent with the laws of the United States 

of America, the State of Oregon, and the City of Wilsonville, to prohibit the use 

of City funds, personnel, and/or equipment for the enforcement of federal 

immigration laws. This Resolution shall be interpreted and executed in a manner 

consistent with ORS 181A.820 and with 8 U.S.C. §§ 1373 and 1644. In the event 

this Resolution directly conflicts with either state or federal law, such directly 

conflicting state or federal law must control. 

3. The City of Wilsonville will ensure all City services are provided regardless of 

immigration status. Further, City staff will not ask for or otherwise seek out an 

individual's immigration status as a condition of providing City services, unless 

the provision of such services has a legal requirement to obtain such information. 

4. The City desires that all of its residents feel safe to utilize all City-owned or 

sponsored facilities, including the parks, Community Center, library, and SMART 

transit, without fear of discrimination or federal immigration enforcement or 

detention. 

5. The Wilsonville City Council encourages all Wilsonville residents to unite and 

work together to promote kindness and understanding in our shared community, 

rejecting hatred, bigotry, and divisiveness, as this community strives to protect the 

freedoms held dear and granted to all by the United States Constitution. While 

this City Council may pass this inclusivity resolution in the hope that it is 

inspirational, the only true measure of its success will be in how all members of 

the community elect to treat each other day in and day out. 

6. This Resolution becomes effective upon the date of adoption.

Boones Landing it was called 

Wilsonville was settled in 1846 by Alphonso Boone, 
grandson of the legendary frontiersman Daniel Boone. 
Boone and his family were part of the "Great Migration" 
across the Oregon Trail. They were among the first to 
complete the final leg of the journey by taking the Scott­
Applegate Trail west from Fort Hall into what is now 
southern Oregon, then north up the Willamette Valley. 

Boone started a ferry service across the Willamette 
River, then left for the California gold fields. His son Jesse 
operated the ferry for years and bolstered his business by 
blazing a trail north to Portland and south to Salem. It is 
known today as Boones Ferry Road. Jesse operated the ferry 
until 1872 when he was gunned down at the south landing 
in a dispute with a neighboring settler. 

The community that sprang up near the ferry landing 
lost its name connection with descendants of Daniel Boone 
in 1880 when it was renamed Wilsonville after the town's 
first postmaster, Charles Wilson. 

Wilsonville has always been at a transportation 
crossroads. The ferry operation, one of the first across the 
Willamette, was the critical link for trade and commerce 
between Portland and the Willamette Valley. The town 
became a bustling port where huge steamers docked with 
passengers, merchandise and farm crops, transporting 
them up and down the busy Willamette waterway between 
Portland and as far south as Corvallis. 

The fertile soil around Wilsonville attracted farmers and 
agriculture became the major industry. Dairies, hop yards, 
grain fields and family farms spread over the landscape. 

Nearly every farmer had his own dock along the river, 
which served as shipping points for crops. There were 38 
landings in the eight-mile stretch between Butteville and 
Canby. 

The coming of the railroad transformed Wilsonville. 
The trestle was completed in 1907 and the train depot at 
the corner of 5th and Boones Ferry Road became the hub 
of activity. Businesses moved north from the riverbank 
to be closer to the depot. Trains made 16 stops a day in 
Wilsonville. Students took the train to Portland to attend 
high school. 

The ferry operation flourished for 107 years, making as 
many as 300 trips a day across the river. The service came 
to an end in 1954 upon the completion of the freeway and 
bridge, just east of what once was Boones Landing. At low 
water, portions of the old dock can still be seen. 

The impact of freeway travel began in the 1960s as 
more and more people moved to Wilsonville to commute 
north to Portland and south to Salem. Riverside vacation 
homesites became year-round homes. Wilsonville, 
population 1,000 at the time, incorporated in 1968 in an 
area of about five square miles. 

Through the years a number of Wilsonville residents 
became prominent in Oregon history. 

George Law Curry was Territorial Governor when 
Oregon entered statehood in 1859. His Wilsonville home 
was the seat of state government at the time. 

Maurine Newberger, daughter of the town doctor, grew 
up in what is now known as "Old Town" to become the third 
woman to serve in the U.S. Senate when she took office in 
1960. 

Edith Green, a four-term member of the U.S. Congress and 
recognized as "Mrs. Education," lived in Charbonneau. 

And popular children's author Walt Morey, who wrote 17 
books including the bestseller "Gentle Ben," also lived in 
Wilsonville. 

The population boom began in the 1970s with the 
development of Charbonneau, a planned residential 
community on the south side of the Willamette River. In 
2004, construction began on Villebois, the largest master­
planned community in Oregon. The development will 
eventually have more than 2,500 homes. 

What once was a sleepy town grew to nearly 17,000 by 
2007. Wilsonville, once the hub of agricultural activity, 
was transformed as the freeway interchanges became the 
focal points for commercial growth. Its location has made 
Wilsonville one of Oregon's major shipping and warehousing 
centers. 

In spite of the rapid growth, the surrounding area is still 
dotted by farms and crop lands and forests that for more than 
150 years have been part of the rural character of Wilsonville.

1) Dammasch State Hospital. A portion of che 1975 blockbuster, "One Flew Over 

che Cuckoo's Nesc," was filmed ac chis sire. The movie, based on a novel by 
Oregonian Ken Kesey, won all five cop Oscars. 

2) Wale Morey. Scacues of che Wilsonville auchor and his mosc famous subject, 
"Gencle Ben," adorn chis park. 

3) City ofWilsonville Natural Resources marker: "Water, Water Everywhere." 
Describes floodplains, scream corridors, weclands and ocher nacural areas. 

4) Ridder House. Once che family home of prominem hop farmers, ic now houses 
che Northwest Momessori School. 

5) City of Wilsonville Nacural Resources marker: "Seely Ditch" (now Coffee Lake 
Creek). A portion of what once was a 1.5 mile-long canal. Dug during a chree-year 
period in the 1860s, it drained Coffee Lake in co the Willamette River, creating 100 
acres of rich farmland. 

6) Odd Fellows Hall. Built in 1931, it was che seccing for communicy and social 
gatherings. 

7) The Roads to Wilsonville. Boones Ferry Road was blazed by Jesse Boone co bring 
business co his ferry operation. Wilsonville Road, originally called Markee Road, 
was che main route from farm co market. 

8) City of Wilsonville Natural Resources marker: "Deep Roots in Our Community." 
Preservation of a grove of Douglas Fir trees. 

9) Site ofWilsonville Schools. A one-room schoolhouse was builc on this site in the 
1870s. There has been a succession of school buildings on che site through 2000, 
when che property was sold for re-developmem. 

10) Methodist Church. Dedicated in 1911 , che propercy was originally purchased 
from a member of the congregation for $1 . 

11) Walsonville Baseball. Site of the old baseball diamond and championship play. 

12) Site of the Train Depot. The hub of business activity at a time when 16 trains a 
day stopped in Wilsonville. 

13) Drug Store and Lodge hall. A false from building built in che early 1900s. It 
originally housed a lodge hall and was Wilsonville's "community cemer" of the day. 

14) Norris Young Machine Shop. From his false from building Young repaired farm 
machinery and logging equipment. 

15) Aden's Store and Home. The score, which has been significancly altered into a 
residence, sold general merchandise and was operated by Henry Aden from 1897 
until 1945. The Aden family home stands nexc co che building. 

16) The Cottage Hotel. Built in the early 1900s, the hotel catered co railroad 
passengers. Owner Fannie Dill's family style cooking made ic a favorite among 
locals, too. 

17) St. Cyril's Catholic Church. Built in 1926, until chac cime Sunday services were 
conducted aboard a "chapel car" from Porcland, which was parked ac che train depoc. 

18) Site of Bill Flynn's Saloon. A favorite hangout for residents and weary travelers, 
it was later known as che Roanoke Inn. The building finally collapsed during a 
wind storm in 1971. 

19) Boone's Landing. Alphonso Boone seeded here in 1846 and a thriving communicy 
sprang up along the north shore of che Willamette River. The setclement was the 
genesis of Wilsonville. 

20) Tauchman House. Overlooks che site of the ferry operation. It was the residence 
of ferry operaror Emil Tauchman for 30 years. 

21) Boones Ferry Landing. In its heyday, there were as many as 300 river crossings 
a day. Ferry service was discontinued when the freeway and bridge were completed 
in 1954. 

22) Wilsonville's Heritage. Wilsonville's past includes many individuals prominent in 
Oregon history. 

23) Korean War Memorial. The 94-foot Wall of Honor memorializes che names of 
287 Oregonians killed during the Korean War (1950-53). Upon its dedication in 
2000, the state memorial became the 23rd of its kind in the U.S.

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24) Wilsonville Public Library. Displays include a 17-foot-long, 5,000-piece wood 
mosaic depicting Wilsonville, circa 1910, and a 14-fooc-long photo mural of 
Old Wilsonville. Also displayed are models of che Boones Ferry boat and the 
scernwheelers "Alice" and "Claire." 

25) Boozier Barn: Restored barn originally built at the cum o che 20th Century. 

26) City of Wilsonville Natural Resources marker: "Pitch Ran Through His 
Veins." The description of Friends of Trees projects includes a tribute to long­
time forester Earnest Kolbe. 

27) City of Wilsonville Natural Resources marker: "The Mighty River." 
Preservation of che scenic beauty and historic feacures of the 187-mile-long 
Willamette River. 

28) City of Wilsonville Natural Resources marker: ''Achieving Goals That 
Improve Life." The importance of greenways and riparian corridors. 

29) Frog Pond Church. Wilsonville's first church, built in 1880. 

30) Frog Pond Grange. Built in about 1923 on land donated by Wilsonville 
pioneer John Kruse for school and grange use. 

31, 32) Meridian Cemetery (65th off Stafford Road), Robert Bird Cemetery 
(Gage and Newland Roads). Monumems in these pioneer cemeteries date from 
1851 . Many of the inscriptions are in German. 

33) Boones Ferry. The ferry boat crossed the Willamette River for 107 years, 
carrying thousands of horses, buggies, automobiles and people. Boones Ferry 
Road, blazed by Jesse Boone in the 1840s, passed near chis sice. (Marker is 
located south of Wilsonville in the roadside park east of the freeway.) 

34) Union Hill School. Site of a school established in 1875, che existing one-room 
building was built in 1913 and closed in 1932. Over the years it has been the 
home of the Union Hill Community Club, Moose Lodge and even an air watch 
station during World War II. It now is a church annex. 

35) Ice Age BouJders. Rounded boulders in a landscaped area were carried to the 
Willamette Valley 13,000 years ago during the Missoula glacial Roods. 

36) Wagner WeU House. Built in 1926 by Fred Wagner, a local farmer. 

37) Curry House. Site of the home of George Law Curry, Territorial Governor 
when Oregon was admitted to statehood in 1859. His wife, Chloe, was the 
great granddaughter oflegendary frontiersman Daniel Boone. 

38) Gordon House. Site of the only home in Oregon designed by Frank Lloyd 
Wright, recognized as the greatest architect of the 20'h Century. The home was 
dismancled in 2001 and moved to The Oregon Garden in Silverton where it is 
open to the public. 

Wilsonville Heritage Trees 
Established in 2005, the program identifies trees that 
provide important links to the past in Wilsonville. 

1) R.V. Shon Fir Tree. Accessible along a pathway in the Park at Merryfield, che 
cree is the tallest on Wilsonville's west side and was part of the R. V: Short 
Donation Land Claim of the 1880s. 

2) Old School Grove. Located west of a parking lot, the grove was a popular play 
area for children attending schools once located near the trees. 

3) Old Town 4"' Street Grove Forestry Center. A large stand of Douglas Firs in 
the heart of che Old Town residential area. 

4) Frank Lockyear Memorial Grove. Planted in the 1970s, the grove is 
dedicated to an internationally known local resident who had a lifelong passion 
for reforestation and supervised tree planting projects throughout the world. 

5) Kolbe Giant Sequoia. Located in Memorial Park on property chat once was a 
cabin retreat for forester Ernest L. Kolbe, a member of the founding board of 
the Western Forestry Center.

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History of the Oregon Korean War Memorial 
Town Center Park, Wilsonville, Oregon, USA 

As histories go the Memorial’s story is 
not that old but the subject goes all the 
way back to the year 1950. 

The Korean War was devastating and as 
all wars do, changed the world and the 
lives of millions of people—the worst 
change being the loss of many thousands 
of lives. Those who participated and 
survived went on to build a future that 
often haunted them for many reasons. 
Over time some felt that there needed to 
be some recognition of those event-filled 
years from June 1950 to July 27, 1953. 

 

Members of the Oregon Trail Chapter of 
the Korean War Veterans were spurred 
to action by a veteran by the name of 
Don Cohen, Don’s proposal and his 
persistence were the starting point. With 
the aid of Chapter members we started 
planning in the fall of1995. As they say 
‘the rest is history’.  

Completed in year 2000, the memorial 
honors the Oregon military service 
members and the Korean people from 
the Korean War. The memorial is located 
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within a 5.5 acre (22,000 m2) city park 
located in Wilsonville, Oregon. The 109-
foot-long (33 m) granite wall unfolds the 
history of the Korean War, primary 
participants and the names of the 
Oregonians who died or were listed as 
missing from the war. 

 

Fundraising for the memorial began in 
1996, 43 years after the Cease Fire 
Agreement that ended hostilities. 
Designs for the memorial were approved 
on October 14th, 1996 by the City of 
Wilsonville as part of its Town Center 
Park. Ground breaking was on May 8th, 
1998 and the dedication took place on 
September 30th, 2000. The dedication was 
attended by Korean dignitaries, Oregon 
State officials, the Mayor of Wilsonville 
and veterans, both ROK and US Military 
and family members. 

 

An addition was commissioned by the 
Oregon Trail Chapter veterans in 2006 to 
add a 15-foot wing with an inscription 
commemorating the friendship and 
appreciation which exist between 
Korean War Veterans and their families 
and the people of the greater Korean 
Community.  

 

Many Korean and American dignitaries 
have and still visit the Memorial and all 
express their pleasure at the serenity and 
beauty of the Memorial. Former South 
Korean President Kim Dae-jung and his 
wife Lee Hee Ho visited the memorial in 
April 2008. 

 

Many have contributed and continue to 
contribute to the planning, building and 
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maintenance of the memorial, but many 
of those that were the inspiration and 
guidance for its existence are no longer 
with us so we remaining veterans have 
prepared for the future by turning over 
our interest in the memorial to the City 
of Wilsonville. Indeed they have been 
the keepers and maintainers of the 
memorial since its dedication so we 
know that they will honor our wishes 
and memory. 

 

The advent of the KWMFO – Korean 
War Memorial Foundation of Oregon 
and their willingness to take on the 
future guardianship of the memorial in 
conjunction with the City of Wilsonville, 
gives us veterans reassurance that our 
service was and always will be 
recognized and remembered. We ask for 
no more than that.

BEAUTY AND THE BRIDGE 

If you drive under the I-5 overpass at Wilsonville Road, don't expect the typical dark belly of a 
freeway. Look south, and you'll glimpse the early stages of the long-awaited Beauty and the 
Bridge mural as setters work to install its 7,200 tiles. This artwork features hand-painted flora 
and fauna native to the North Willamette Valley. While cohesive enough to appear as the work 
of one artist, it's the 
collaborative result of 
over 1,000 Wilsonville 
School District 
students. 

In addition to the 

underpass art, there 

will be raised 

pathways on both 

sides of the road, 

framed by student-

designed custom 

railings. The 

placement of the 

mural is part of a 

greater effort by the 

Wilsonville City 

Council to encourage 

more bike and walking traffic along Wilsonville Road by creating an attractive space for 

users.  The Beauty and the Bridge is scheduled for completion later this summer. 

While the school year wrapped up for the Wilsonville School District, art students worked under 

a tight deadline to prepare the final tiles for their permanent home. Frantic? Not at all. "We all 

help out. No one's really 'in charge.' We all figure out what we need to do and everybody takes a 

part," said junior Rachel Roll. 

Although students were given artistic direction, coordinators encouraged the young artists to 

explore their art-making aesthetics both personally and collaboratively. "You have to learn how 

to imitate all kinds of different styles and work towards a common goal," said senior Brandy 

Fish. 

Students completed tasks according to their ages. Elementary school students were in charge of 

the landscape and small animals, middle school students painted a giant oak tree, and high 

school students worked on large "focal point" animals. They researched, sketched and painted

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tiles, then glazed and fired them in kilns. The process makes the artwork — grasses, flowers, 

foxes, elk, small fish — pop with a cheerful burst of color that even the grayest Oregon sky can't 

darken. 

"Somebody's painterly style, somebody's way of 

blending colors, you're going to see that voice come 

through in each and every one," said Wilsonville 

High School art teacher Christopher Shotola-

Hardt. "But when you're down there under the 

bridge, you look and you will not see any abrupt 

edges. You cannot tell that this was done at 

different times by different kids at different 

locations. They nailed it." 

Part of the mural's seamlessness is thanks to a 

small group of 22 Wilsonville High School students 

fondly dubbed "Special Ops," whose duty was to 

take individual segments of the mural and blur them together.  

The project's vast collaborative nature was often the source of unexpected friendships for 

students involved. "I think it's like, because we're always around each other all the time in the 

morning and you bond from that. We'll turn on the radio and paint together and we laugh and 

it's fun,” junior Sydney Ito explained. 

Project coordinators hope that the sense of community students forged from creating the mural 

will spread throughout Wilsonville. To the creators, beautifying the bridge isn't just an aesthetic 

project, and installing a walk/bike path isn't a mere physical convenience. "This is a great way to 

bring the whole community together," said Boones Ferry Artist-in-Residence Joan Carlson. "The 

whole idea is we're trying to bridge Wilsonville." 

Project coordinators hope that, at the very least, 

residents will park at a nearby Fred Meyer and walk 

through the underpass to admire the work of the 

students. 

"[It] connects the two sides of Wilsonville, which the 

freeway has chopped in half for so long,' said Carlson. 

Walking the length of the mural allows visitors to see 

little jokes and personal stamps that drivers would 

otherwise miss. While the mural itself isn't necessarily a 

storyboard, it contains what Wilsonville High School 

art teacher Christopher Shotola-Hardt calls 

"unintended narratives." For example, certain animals, such as a beaver and a duck, have been 

placed next to one another to both poke fun and honor the state's university rivalries. 

But that humor might only be noticed if people do what the mural is intended to do: encourage 

community members to actually use it.

At the very least, the students themselves recognize how their hand in the mural has tied them 

to Wilsonville for years to come. "After I leave, I'll come back and it'll be really exciting to see 

when I drive down I-5," said Fish. 

Project coordinators echo these same sentiments. "Part of the fun is these kids are going to come 

back and tell their kids, 'Hey, I painted this turtle," said Carlson. 

And though the students recognize that the mural is a piece of public art owned by the 

community, Shotola-Hardt believes they will always feel responsible for it, and that’s good. 

"Each student sees their animal. They think, 'That's my elk. It's Megan's elk. Not anybody else's.' 

So there's this great ownership," he explained. 

That sense of ownership protects the mural from one of its greatest perceived threats: graffiti. 

The city performed multiple tests to "destroy" the mural. Short of slamming into it with a car, 

the tiles are very durable, and the school is making a "repair" log just in case anything needs to 

be tended to in the future. But project coordinators report little concern for defacement due to 

the vast number of individuals invested in it. 

"If you've worked on this project, you're not going to destroy it and you know your friends aren't 

going to do that, too," said Artist-in-Residence Maggie Englund. 

Joan Carlson claimed that students filled them in on a kind of 'unwritten code': "Taggers don't 

tag other people's artwork." 

Back in the Wilsonville classrooms, students are busily painting and sanding smooth the edges 

of the final tiles. To be so near completion, and oh-so close to summer, lends an air of 

excitement to everyone involved.  As Brandy Fish put it, "Oh look! It's coming up! It's going to 

be so cool! Like, the coolest project in Oregon!"

The Student Art Council gave one final update to the Wilsonville City Council on May 21 as 

the Beauty and the Bridge Project nears completion. 

 

Representing more than 1,000 students who participated in the art project, the student art 

council served as a liaison to the city and the voice of the young artists. 

 

Students addressed the council, 

thanking them and inviting the 

community to learn more about 

Beauty and the Bridge at the 

Wilsonville Festival of Art June 2 and 

3. There was a display at the event, 

which was held at Town Center Park. 

 

“On a personal note, I’d like to thank 

each and every one of you for your 

cooperation and trust that you placed 

in both the student art council and 

our fearless leaders in this project,” 

said Emma Foster, a student at 

Art Tech High School.  “It has really 

been incredible watching this whole 

thing come together, all the way 

from the third graders to the AP art 

students.” 

 

The council thanked the students for their dedication to the project and each student was 

presented with a plaque in recognition of their contribution. 

 

The job of the student artists is now complete and now General Contracting LLC will take 

over to install the murals that will span both sides of the I-5 underpass on Wilsonville Road. 

 

Installation of the two murals has started and will continue, weather permitting, on the 

south wall of the underpass first. The two existing freeway walls are 64 feet across.  

 

As the tiles go up, the community may catch a glimpse of the south mural, which features a 

large oak tree with an expansive canopy filled with native species. Among other elements, a 

large bull elk will serve as a beautiful focal point.  

 

The artwork on the tiles was done with glaze paints that were then fired to create long-

lasting color.  

 

“We worked closely with city public works and they approved prototypes of aesthetic 

elements,” said Project Manager Cynthia Thompson of BCB Consulting. Using the right 

materials limits any potential damage, ensuring that the artwork is permanent. After 

installation, the city is responsible for long-term maintenance.

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Wilsonville students bring color to Interstate 5 

underpass with 'Beauty and the Bridge' mural

After graduation, Corinne Luper plans to trek down Wilsonville Road, wearing her cap and 

gown, to the bustling Interstate 5 interchange.  

 

It's not the typical gathering spot for high school seniors, but Luper wants to see the long-

awaited art going up under the bridge.  

 

Called Beauty and the 

Bridge, the public art project 

features 7,200 square feet of 

student-painted tiles depicting 

local flora and fauna. 

Installation of the tiles on the 

Wilsonville Road underpass 

began this week.  

 

Luper, a senior at Wilsonville 

High School, was one of more 

than 1,000 elementary, middle 

and high school students who 

created the mural. The kids 

researched, sketched and 

painted the tiles, then covered 

them with glaze and fired them 

in a kiln. The process made the 

artwork – the beaver, the 

deer, the ladybugs, the giant 

oak tree – pop with glossy, 

vibrant colors.  

 

Luper remembers the late nights spent working on her tiles, the days she felt she was 

painting "just for the heck of it." Last spring when she got involved, envisioning the final 

product was nearly impossible. "Now, it's really come to life," she said.  

 

"The challenge for this project was for the council and the community to have this leap of 

faith," said Chris Watchie, Beauty and the Bridge school program coordinator. "They didn't 

know what it was going to look like."  

 

A bigger challenge was the cost. The art project cost $800,000 of urban renewal money. It 

was touted as the beautifying portion of the larger $21.5 interchange expansion 

project, also set to finish this summer.  

 

Cynthia Thompson, project manager with BCB Consulting, said she's fielded questions about 

the cost but thinks city council realized the value in adding charm to the city's gateway.  

 

"You're going to spend a small percentage to make it not look like the Salem interchange," 

Thompson said, describing it as "enormous and gray."

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"In my opinion, every community should do it, but of course I know there's a lot of people 

that don't agree with that."  

 

On Monday, student leaders 

of the project presented an 

update and thanked city 

council for their support. 

They spoke about the 700 

paintbrushes and 80 gallons 

of glaze used, and the days 

they came home with "paint 

under their finger nails."  

 

Throughout the project, 

many of the same students 

toured City Hall to learn 

about the civic process, 

talked about economic 

development with a Fred 

Meyer manager, and 

explored the interchange 

with a construction manager. 

"It was like a VIP pass to 

what's happening behind the 

scenes," Luper said.  

 

Mayor Tim Knapp applauded 

the students for creating an icon that reflects the community's sense of pride and 

hospitality. "It will set us apart as a different community the minute people get off the 

freeway."  

 

As for Luper, she plans to go to college next year to study fine arts and journalism. She 

knows when she comes back to visit in years to come, the art will be there, welcoming her 

home.

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Interchange ready for Beauty and the Bridge 
artwork

The community may catch a glimpse of the long-awaited Beauty and the Bridge art as 

installation of the tiles finally begins this week on the south wall. 

 

The ambitious art project involved over 1,000 Wilsonville students and about 7,200 glaze-

painted square-foot tiles that will span both sides of the Wilsonville Road underpass. 

 

“I am ecstatic, to be honest,” said Project Manager Cynthia Thompson of BCB Consulting. 

“I’ve been working on this for a long time and I’m really excited to see it go up.” 

 

Thompson anticipates it taking about a 

month for General Contracting LLC to 

install the tiles on the south side. Once the 

south side is completed around mid-June, 

installation on the north side is expected to 

start if all goes well. The entire expanse of 

artwork should be installed by mid-July to 

the end of July. 

 

The Student Art Council members gave 

their last update to the Wilsonville City 

Council at Monday’s meeting. Two 

representatives from each of the school’s 

involved in the art project updated the 

council on the final stages of the owrk. 

They then were awarded plaques in 

recognition of their contribution to the 

project. 

 

“It’s a great project and Wilsonville should be very proud of their community and their 

school district and their city for taking risks because it’s sort of an unusual thing to do a 

project like this,” said Thompson, who believes it might be the largest bike and pedestrian 

project ever built in Wilsonville. 

 

A sidewalk raised five feet off the ground will bring pedestrians up close to the artwork, 

where they will be protected from cars by a decorative railing, also designed by students. 

 

As schools near the beginning of summer break, various assemblies and events at different 

schools will celebrate the completion of the murals and the work done by students. 

 

Thompson said it’s almost sad to be wrapping up the project.  

 

“It’s been a great experience working with the school district and the teams,” she said. 

“We’ve almost become family.”

With the Chehalem mountain range to the west and the 

volcanic basalt clif fs of Pete’s Mountain to the east, 

Wilsonville is sited along an ancient Native American 

travel route. Located on the easiest, low-bank crossing of 

the Willamette River for the 30-mile stretch known as the 

Newberg Pool, the Wilsonville area developed as a major 

north-south thoroughfare.

Around 1850, Jesse Boone, great-grandson of frontiersman Daniel 
Boone, improved the path, laid a split-log roadway through the middle 
of the North Willamette Valley, and began operating a ferry along 
this route. Steamboats traveled the Willamette River well into the 
1900s, stopping at Boones Landing to pick up and deliver supplies. 
The Oregon Electric Railway crossed the Willamette River at this 
location in 1907, and decades later the federal government chose this 
crossing for Interstate 5, opening the I-5 Boone Bridge in 1954.

When the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) 

began to design the $21.5 million plan to widen Wilsonville 

Road, the initial proposal boasted eight lanes, multiple left-

turn lanes, a pair of elevated 10-foot-wide pedestrian paths, 

and safety islands at the four freeway on/off-ramps. It 

looked like a freeway under a freeway.

While the intent was to reunite both sides of the community across 
the freeway, the design was not inviting for pedestrians. Guided 
by the vision of City Manager Arlene Loble, local leaders began to 
brainstorm ways to create a more appealing thoroughfare and breathe 
life into the overall plan.

Thus was born the “Beauty and the Bridge” project: a series of art 
elements integrated into the pedestrian walkway. The project was 
propelled forward with the support of a unique partnership among 
ODOT, City of Wilsonville, and West Linn-Wilsonville School District. 

This remarkable partnership extended beyond the major stakeholders 
to include more than 1,000 students who participated in the art 
creation over two school years.

In summer 2010, the high school art teacher led a group 

of older students on drawing portraits of larger animals. 

Professional artists guided the students through proper 

scaling and other techniques. Black-and-white sketches were 

converted to color before students painted ceramic glaze 

directly onto the one-square-foot tiles.

With invaluable help from two artists-in-residence, instructors at 
the middle and primary schools devoted class time throughout two 
school years of 2010 and 2011 to work on 7,200 tiles.

By early 2012, the tiles were painted and ready to be fired in a 
kiln. While most were fired successfully by a local stone and tile 
manufacturer, Wilsonville school kilns were soon also put to full use. 
Crucial work was done by a 22-member “Special Ops” high school 
team that pitched in before and after school whenever necessary to 
put finishing touches on backdrops and individual tiles.

In late May 2012, a contracted mother-son team arrived to install 
the tiles, and Wilsonville’s gateway was forever transformed 
into a remarkable depiction of over 300 native plant and animal 
species and a testament to bridging barriers and generations. The 

community celebrated with a dedication event in October 2012 
the completion of the Beauty and the Bridge I-5/Wilsonville Road 
interchange improvement and art project.

Guided 
by the vision of City Manager Arlene Loble, local leaders began to 
brainstorm ways to create a more appealing thoroughfare and breathe 
life into the overall plan.

Thus was born the “Beauty and the Bridge” project: a series of art 
elements integrated into the pedestrian walkway. The project was 
propelled forward with the support of a unique partnership among 
ODOT, City of Wilsonville, and West Linn-Wilsonville School District. 

This remarkable partnership extended beyond the major stakeholders 
to include more than 1,000 students who participated in the art 
creation over two school years. Students learned firsthand the kind 
of effort needed to organize a huge art project. They researched 
local history, learned about the biology of local plants and animals, 
studied the chemistry of ceramic glaze, and even gained knowledge 
of civil engineering.

At least two students from each Wilsonville school became part 
of a Student Art Council who presented updated plans and news 
to the City Council and School Board. The students visited other 
community groups and briefed the media, gaining both increased 
self-confidence and public-speaking experience.

Concerned about safety and the unwelcoming appearance 

of the underpass of the I-5 overpass bridge, local leaders 

sought to create a safer and more inviting experience, 

encourage bicycle/pedestrian mobility, and connect the east 

and west sides of the community.

The Wilsonville City Council worked with West Linn-Wilsonville 
School District teachers, principals, and board members to map 
out the daunting logistics of integrating students’ artwork into 
the construction project. An Oregon artist was selected to serve 
as creative director, who collaborated with the lead art teacher at 
Wilsonville High School to develop the design approach. With an 
ambitious production schedule, the planning team settled on a 
theme for “Beauty,” with a focus on the natural beauty of local f lora 
and fauna.

The lead artist and school leaders folded the students’ research, 
design, painting, and glazing into the art curriculum.

There’s a job for everyone!

In summer 2010, the high school art teacher led a group 

of older students on drawing portraits of larger animals. 

Professional artists guided the students through proper 

scaling and other techniques. Black-and-white sketches were 

converted to color before students painted ceramic glaze 

directly onto the one-square-foot tiles.

With invaluable help from two artists-in-residence, instructors at 
the middle and primary schools devoted class time throughout two 
school years of 2010 and 2011 to work on 7,200 tiles.

By early 2012, the tiles were painted and ready to be fired in a 
kiln. While most were fired successfully by a local stone and tile 
manufacturer, Wilsonville school kilns were soon also put to full use. 
Crucial work was done by a 22-member “Special Ops” high school 
team that pitched in before and after school whenever necessary to 
put finishing touches on backdrops and individual tiles.

In late May 2012, a contracted mother-son team arrived to install 
the tiles, and Wilsonville’s gateway was forever transformed 
into a remarkable depiction of over 300 native plant and animal 
species and a testament to bridging barriers and generations. The 

community celebrated with a dedication event in October 2012 
the completion of the Beauty and the Bridge I-5/Wilsonville Road 
interchange improvement and art project.
