CAR ON FIRE

Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue
arrived with Wilsonville Police, and quickly
extinguished the flames.

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SUSPICOUS CIRCUMSTANCES TURNED “DRUG BUST”

Wilsonville Police responded to suspicious
activity at a north Wilsonville hotel early the
morning of Thursday, November 17. On
arrival, deputies encountered a strong
chemical smell emanating from a second-
floor room. As soon as the room’s
occupants became aware of our presence,
they fled through a window.

Our investigation included search
warrants that vyielded the recovery of
several pounds of heroin, cocaine,
methamphetamine, fentanyl powder, and
nearly 20,000 suspected fentanyl pills. In
addition to the drugs, $22,487 in US
Currency, drug distribution materials, a
firearm, vehicle, and identification for one of
the suspects were seized.

This case, 22-026020, has been referred
to the Clackamas County District Attorney’s
Office, and an arrest warrant issued.
