Meadowfoam, Douglas Meadowfoam (Limnanthes alba)—2 seed packs  

 

Front Porch Garden: 

Wood log/ drilled holes and some mosses at least 8” diameter by 4 ft wide 

Western Columbine (Aquilegia formosa)—at least 6—1gal 

Penstemon (lots of native varieties) (Penstemon ovatus, Penstemon serrulatus, Penstemon cardwellii) —
15—1 gal 

Globe Gilia (Gilia Capitata)—20—1 gal or 5 seed packs 

Sea thrift (Armeria maritima)—26—1 gal 

 

Terrace Garden:   

Mock Orange (Philadelphis lewisii)—1--at least 2 gal 

Douglas aster (Symphyotrichum subspicatum)—8—1gal 

Blanketflower (Gaillardia aristata)—18—1 gal 

Pt. Reyes Ceanothus (Ceanothus gloriosus)—24--1 gal 

 

Courtyard Garden: 

Red Flowering Currant (Ribes Sanguineum)—2—2gal 

Ocean Spray (Holodiscus discolor)—2—2 gal 

Spirea (Spiraea Douglasii)—2—2gal 
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Pacific Nine bark (Physocarpus capitatus)—2-2gal 

Oregon Sunshine (Eriophyllum lanatum)—3—1gal 

Birch Leaf Spirea (Spiraea betulifolia)—3—1gal 

Beach Daisy or a native fleabane (Erigeron glaucus, Erigeron speciosus)—3—1gal 

Kinnickkinnick (Arctostaphylos uva-ursi)—3—1gal 

Douglas aster (Symphyotrichum subspicatum)—3—1 gal 

Monkey flower (Mimulus guttatus, Mimulus cusickii)—3-1gal 

Western anemone (Anemone occidentalis)—3—1 gal 

Giant Camas (Camassia leichtlinii)—12-1 gal
